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Petition - Official Bulky Waste Disposal Site in Apokoronas

Dear Mr. Koukianakis,

We are a community of residents in Crete, living in Apokoronas area. We are impressed by the
culture and wonderful landscape of Crete with breathtaking sea and mountain views, the prosperity
of this island. This is one of the reasons, why we decided to settle and invest on Crete.

But especially in Apokoronas there is unfortunately and obviously a severe waste problem:

e The public waste bins are often overfilled so the residents need to di spose their waste next to
the full bins.

e The bulky waste is disposed on the roads besides the bins, as there is no public bulk waste
disposal site in this area.

The prosperity of Crete and the attraction of tourists, which brings more investors and capital to
Crete, is impaired substantially. With respect to the environmental impact and the deterrence of
tourists this situation is not acceptable. Our community in Apokoronas complains about this
situation severely.

We observe and complain about this situation since several years and nearly no improvement is
visible. The waste bins are now emptied more regularly, but with respect to the current waste
volume not frequently enough. and people dispose their waste in plastic bags next to the full bins.
Furthermore, the bulky waste and garden waste remain on the roads or illegal waste disposal sites
at the landscape (see photos). There is no public waste disposal site where people can bring their
bulky waste. Hence, the waste is disposed illegally in the landscape causing vermin’s and rats
breeding close to living areas. The public service removes these illegal waste disposal sites nearly
monthly with a substantial effort: A truck and excavator are driving several days around
Apokoronas to clean these sites, which is very elaborate and ineffective.

In an article of Apokoronas Life from 09.03.2023 you appealed to the citizens to reduce bulky
waste which is deposited throughout the territory of the municipality. You invite everyone to a
collective effort not to leave bulky objects on the streets and other common areas. We appreciate
this article and your effort very much, but where should the inhabitants bring their bulky waste,
which is increasing continuously? An appeal is not enough! Looking at the current pictures the
effect is just nothing!

Another article of Apokoronas Life (6.7.2023) reports about a meeting between you and the
Deputy Regional Governor of Tourism, Mr. Kotsoglou. In this meeting you “refer to the intensive
effort of the municipal authority for high quality services offered but at the same time the
preservation of the unparalleled natural beauty of our region. Nature combined with the sea is a




privilege of the inhabitants and a pole of attraction for tourists and investors and our goal must be
to preserve and promote it at all costs.” But the image which is caused by the waste hills at
Apokoronas impairs this vision severely and makes your statement doubtful.

In another article of Apokoronas Life from 13.06.2023 Mr. Kouklinos, one of you competitors in
the next mayoral elections, addressed the problem clearly: “A miserable image in many places,
which 1s not in line with the tourist profile we want to pass outwards. Places with "hills" of
garbage, without planning for collection, "jungles" of branches, dry grass and trees
unbranched....”. Unfortunately, he also proposes no solution of the problem.

Hence, we submit the following petition:

To improve the waste situation at Apokoronas we propose the following:

1. A daily emptying of the public waste bins

2. To establish 1-2 public waste disposal sites at Apokoronas, where people can bring their bulky
waste, garden waste, cardboard, electronic waste and construction waste. This would relieve
the public waste bins on the roads and help to avoid the illegal disposal sites in the landscapes.
Installing for example 5 big containers (e.g. 20 m?) at each site for different types of waste
with a car ramp would enable to separate all this waste easily. People could simply throw their
waste directly into these contatners. The containers could be transported by the public service
regularly to the modern waste-recycling plant DEDISA at Akrotiri. The pre-separation of
waste would improve the effectiveness of the recycling process for many materials or humus.
The elaborate cleaning of several illegal waste sites distributed among Apokoronas could be
omitted and these costs saved.

3. This bulky waste disposal sites should be announced publicly and all illegal disposals of waste
to be fined with severe penalties.

4. Ina second step it should be considered to make private containers mandatory for construction
sites and supermarkets, as their waste fills the official bins quickly.

To discuss this proposal and to clarify further steps we propose to come to your office in
Vryses. Please make a proposal when it would be convenient to you!
